The key idea of the urban-planning de-
sign by ATOC Architects and Planners is to create a vibrant area
that features a diversified built-up structures and distinct position-
ing opportunities for resident companies. Overall, six buildings be-
tween seven and 16 floors will be raised between the southern en-
trances of the Cologne fairgrounds and the high-speed railway sta-
tion in Deutz. Planned developments include office units, hotels,
restaurants, small-scale retailing for the quarter's non-discretion-
ary needs and probably a cinema, too. The planned underground

car park will provide around 1,000 parking spots.
